One of Christopher Columbus' favorite sailing vessels was
the Nina. Built in Moguer, Spain, the Nifa was

originally named the Santa Clara for the town's

patron saint. Columbus was favorably impressed

with the Nifa as it proved to be seaworthy and

swift. The vessel successfully weathered
severe storms in 1493 and 1495.

Historical records reveal the Nina to '
have been relatively small with a 7
length of about 67 feet, a beam

(width) of 21 feet and a
draft (depth of water

displaced by the loaded ship)
of about 7 feet. The ship had a R
carrying capacity of 58 to 60 tons.
The Nina was one of the most advanced
ships of its day with a design that included a
bowspirit (the large, tapered pole extending
forward from the bow of the vessel). Research has
shown that in 1498 the Nina had 4 masts, as opposed
to the 2 or 3 previously believed.
