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GUIDELINES FOR USE OF LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERSIN WORK ZONE
FOR SPEED CONTROL

PURPOSE

The purpose of this guiddine is to provide the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Construction,
Design and Maintenance personnd, both in-house and consultants with information, which will ad in
determination of the need for and method(s) of use of Law Enforcement Officersin speed control through
work zones. The guide will lead the user from determination of need through the invoice processing
ingructions.

BACKGROUND

It has been clearly recognized that not al motorists comply with posted reduced speed through work zones.
While standard reduced speed is a 10 mph reduction from the norma speed limit, Sgnificant reductions due
to Ste vighility and other Ste conditions are often found. This presents a safety hazard to workers,
motorists and equipment.

The use of adaionary officer has proven to be less effective than desired. No patrolling was done, no
tickets written, no arrests made and therefore, minimal compliance obtained.

FDOT and the Law Enforcement Agency prepared ajoint contractual agreement (Master Agreement),
which isincluded in this guide, which provides for Law Enforcement Officers to actively enforce reduced
gpeeds and traffic control through work zones on highways. The officers will assst in controlling and
directing traffic, ticketing speeders and making regular patrols through the entire work zone. Wefed that
this mobile presence and enforcement activities will greatly improve present conditions.

DETERMINATION OF NEED

The need for law enforcement services should be determined during the development of the Traffic Control
Pan (TCP). This can only be accomplished through consultation with construction personnd, review of the
Maintenance of Traffic (MOT) phases and proposed MOT set-ups. Knowledge of locd traffic, drivers and
experience with work zone controls will be helpful. Smilar projects, the experiences of Project Engineers
on those projects and a review of the records will aso offer someingghts. Loca law enforcement agencies
should be contacted for assistance and consultation.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR SPEED CONTROL ENFORCEMENT SERVICES




Conditions to congder the use of Law Enforcement Officers for Speed Control may include, but not limited

to:

?? A work zone requiring reduced speed.

?? Work zoneswhere barrier wall is used adjacent to through traffic.

?? Nighttime work zones.

?? Areaswith intense commuter use where pesak hour traffic will require speed enforcement.

?? A work zone in which workers are exposed to nearby high-gpeed traffic.

?? Work zones smilar to Roadway and Traffic Design Standards, Indexes 609, 613, 616 and 651,
goplicable to limited access facilities.

2? Law Enforcement Officers for Speed Control may be used on nortlimited access highways prior
approvd of the Officers Digtrict Director of Operations.

?? Work within high use sgndized intersections.

?? High volume urban roadways with lane closures during pesk hour traffic.

Other Uses May Include:

1) Closures at other times and on other highways may aso warrant officers. This could depend on the
duration of closure, magnitude of congtruction activity involved, type traffic control plan in place,
volume of traffic, seasona needs, etc. This decison must be made during the TCP devel opment.

2) Certain work zones may require scheduled officers on days when there are not any construction or
maintenance activities in progress. When the work zone posted speed limits must be reduced for
safety, but thereis not any visble work in progress the traveling motorists will attempt to exceed the
posted work zone speed limit.

3) Other uses of Law Enforcement Officers for Speed Control: During any construction or
maintenance activity where the FDOT Project Engineer determines that Officersin the work zone
are required to control the speed of traffic to the posted speed limit for protection of workers and
motorists he/she may request these services. Purchase orders are required for dl uses of this
agreement.

DETERMINING STAFFING REQUIREMENTS

When the need for an Officer is determined, this need shall be clearly indicated in the TCP by congtruction
phase, operation and duration.

Staffing needs shdl be estimated and detailed by considering the requirements of each congtruction
operation, the MOT plan for that phase and the duration of the operations. Short-term closures, diversons
of traffic or restricted maneuvers may require limited Officer use or nonea dl. Long-term work zones set
up over long distances of dternate work activity and inactivity will amost dways require periods of Officer
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use to control traffic speed for the protection of workers, motorists and equipment. Each congtruction
operation and its respective work zone TCP must be analyzed with respect to the work zone speed limit,
type of operation, and length of work zone and duration of the conditions. The tota number of estimated
officer man-hours for the project shdl be determined by adding up the requirements for each phase of the
operation. This estimate is used to determine the budget to be encumbered for that project.

STEP-BY-STEP PROCESS

After adecision has been made by FDOT that an Officer is needed on a particular project, the following
steps are necessary:

1. An egtimate of the number of man-hours is necessary to alow for the necessary funding to be
handled interndly. This estimate should be made as early as possible to dlow for this process.

For Congtruction Projects. Long-range estimates should include this in the construction cost
esimates on dl projectswhere useis anticipated. At completion of the plans, an updated estimate
should be provided to the District Production Director’ s office so that phase 58 congtruction funding
is programmed. Also the estimate of hours and dollars must be entered into the CES using these
pay items.

This must be done so that money will be retained in the work program. If one of these pay items
with estimated quantities for hours and dollarsis not placed in CES, congtruction offices will not be
able to encumber funds to pay the Law Enforcement Agency.

For Maintenance Projects. Program funds for the Law Enforcement Agency contract using phase
78 funds. The funds for thiswill come from maintenance contract dollars.

2. As plans are developed, reviews of MOT plans must be held to determine the extent of need.
These reviews should include, a least at the Phase 111 review, a meeting with Law Enforcement
Agency to discuss thar involvement. At thistime, the project schedule should aso be discussed, as
the Law Enforcement Agency will coordinate its Officer’ s schedules to meet our project needs.

3. Immediatdy following contract award, alowing for sufficient processing time, a purchase order
request will be submitted by the Project Engineer to the District Construction or Maintenance
Engineer procurement office for the tota estimated cost of the patrol officer’s use on a specific
project. The purchase requisition must reference the contract number and financid project number.

Both the requisition and the purchase order should have the notation *In accordance with contract
number ”. This purchase order may be for aperiod greater than one year but should not
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extend out to beyond the expiration of the contract with the Law Enforcement Agency.

4, To actudly begin use of an Officer, the FDOT Project Engineer or Mantenance Engineer isto
notify the Law Enforcement Agency aminimum of two weeks in advance of the scheduled use.
Unscheduled needs require aminimum of 24 hours notice. Canceled uses require two hours prior
notification. If ascheduled officer is not needed and two hours advance notice has not been
provided because of weather, changed work activities, etc., the officer will be rembursed for actud
time worked but not less than two (2) hours (see more detailsin copy of Scope of Services
attached).

5. The Officer will coordinate hisher work activities with the FDOT Project Engineer or designee on
gte. The Officer’ stimewill be monitored through radio contact with the Law Enforcement
Agency’s locd office and through submitted time sheets. The time sheet will reflect the specific
financid project number involved, contract number and dl activitieswhile on duty. The Law
Enforcement Agency office will hold these time sheets available for FDOT review. The FDOT
Project Engineer or designee will record the officer’ stime and project activities.

6. The Law Enforcement Agency will then submit to the FDOT Project Engineer or Maintenance
Engineer monthly billings per Officer, per project (financia number) with summary of man-hour
charges. The billings will be deducted from the advanced funding until the advance is paid back.
Then warrants/transfers will be issued for any additiond billing.

7. The Law Enforcement Agency will dso provide quarterly reportsto FDOT summarizing work
zone patrol activities. These are to be provided to the Project Engineer or Maintenance Engineer
with that month’s billings. These quarterly reports dong with actud project evauations should be
reviewed to determine the success of the Officers leve of activities.

8. Didtricts should report annualy to the State Congtruction Office or more frequently if needed on
their support of continued use of the officers as contracted through the Master Agreement. This
information will be used to modify the agreement if necessary.

The Master Agreement contains more detailed information on the total process adong with stlandard contract
language.

RECORD KEEPING

As dated earlier in this guide, the Law Enforcement Agency will report quarterly on its Officers pursuant
to the Magter Agreement activities, which will be included as a submittal with that month’sbilling. The
digtrict will evauate these reports to determine effectiveness of the Officers” The didtrict should aso
forward the reports to the State Congtruction Office for an annua (as a minimum) review.




State Congtruction Office will review and eva uate to determine the statewide benefits of continued renewa
of the Master Agreement. Any concerns should aso be shared with the L aw Enforcement Agency both
at the Digrict and State levels.

Work zone accidents, recorded speeding violations, and other smilar information should asss in future
TCP development.

The Law Enforcement Agency and loca County Sheriff will be invited to the pre-construction
conference where the MOT plan will be thoroughly discussed with the Contractor. The duties and
respongbilities of the Contractor, FDOT or Consultant ingpectors, and the officers in implementing
the MOT plan will belaid out. The officers must use a marked vehicle.

Anytime the work zone is barricaded or coned off; Officers assgned to an Speed Control detail a
arurd areawork site will place the patrol vehicle insde the barricaded or coned area. The vehicle,
if a al possible, will be placed on the emergency shoulder in a position that alows the trooper to
monitor traffic and be in a pogition from which the motoring public can assume that the trooper is
readily able to take appropriate enforcement action. When possible, troopers should engage in
mobile patrol operations within the immediate work zone.

Any Officer assigned to an urban area Speed Control detaill may place the patrol vehicle outside the
cones to warn traffic of the impending highway construction zone. However, a no time should a
patrol vehicle be placed in alane of travel.

At no timewill any Officer park the patrol vehicle a ahighway construction site with its hood open
because this does not provide the trooper with an opportunity to take immediate enforcement action
and sends a message to motorists that the trooper will remain stationary regardiess of aviolaion.

If the Officer receives indructions from the Contractor that are inconsistent with their assigned duties
and/or are not consstent with the MOT, the Officer will contact the FDOT Project Engineer to
clarify whether the duties are covered under the Master Agreement or will be paid by the
Contractor.

When escorting a moving operation, law enforcement vehicles should refrain from traveling in the
traffic lanes. When the construction vehicles are in the lane of travel, the rear-mogt vehicle should be
the truck-mounted attenuators (TMA); law enforcement vehicles should be placed on the
emergency lane or grass shoulder.

Whenever the Law Enforcement Agency approves an Officer for work under the Master
Agreement, each officer must be trained in the appropriate MOT regarding lane closures and other
safety precautions for the detail. Training documentation will be maintained a the Law
Enforcement Agency.

To ensure dl safety procedures are followed, the Law Enforcement Agency or designee will
periodicdly vigt highway congruction Stesin the their area. This visit should be coordinated with
the FDOT Project Engineer. Additiondly, Officers and supervisors should report any non
conformance of the MOT to the FDOT Project Enginesr.

To improve communication, the Law Enforcement Agency will participate in meatings with the
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FDOT Congruction and Maintenance Engineers a quarterly meetings. FDOT will make available
copies of Road and Traffic Design Standards Index 600 and project MOT plansto the Law
Enforcement Agency.

?? CONTRACTOR ELECTED USE OF OFFICERS
The contractor may require other law enforcement servicesto assst with traffic control when setting
up MQOT plans, moving congtruction equipment and performing construction operations that are
potentialy hazardous to motorists. These services should be designated in the contractor' sMOT
plan and the costs for these services shdl be included in the specific item of work or in the contract
pay itemsfor MOT. Pay items and estimated man-hours for these contractor-required services are
not to be included in the Master Agreement .The Contractor will hire and pay these Officers.

IN CONCLUSION

This guide including attachments has been prepared to assst the user in the process as detailed above. Any

(Federal Aid Contracts)

TERMSFOR FEDERAL AID CONTRACTYS):

The following terms gpply to dl contractsin which it isindicated in Section 6.B of the Standard Professond
Searvices Agreement that the services involve the expenditure of federal funds:

A.

It is understood and agreed that dl rights of the Department relating to inspection, review, approva,
patents, copyrights, and audit of the work, tracing, plans, specifications, maps, data, and cost
records relating to this Agreement shall also be reserved and held by authorized representatives of
the United States of America

It is understood and agreed that, in order to permit federa participation, no supplementa agreement
of any nature may be entered into by the parties hereto with regard to the work to be performed
hereunder without the approva of U.S.D.O.T., anything to the contrary in this Agreement not
withstanding.

Compliance with Regulaions The (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) shdl comply with
the regulations of the U.S. Department of Transportation relative to nondiscrimingtion in federaly-
assisted programs of the U.S. Department of Transportation (Title 49, Code of Federd
Regulations, Part 21, hereinafter referred to as the Regulations), which are herein incorporated by
reference and made a part of the contract.

Nondiscrimination: The (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) with regard to the work
performed by him after award and prior to completion of the contract work, will not discriminate on
the grounds of race, color, religion, sex or nationd origin in the selection and retention of
subcontractors, including procurements of materia and leases of equipment. The consultant will not
participate either directly or indirectly in the discrimination prohibited by Section 21.5 of the
program set forth in Appendix B of the Regulations.

Salicitations for Subcontracts, Including Procurements of Materids and Equipment: In all
solicitations made by competitive bidding or negotiation made by the (Name of the Law
Enforcement Agency) for work to be performed under a subcontract, including procurements of
materias and leases of equipment, each potentia subcontractor, supplier or lessor shal be notified
by a (Law Enforcement Agency) of the (Law enforcement Agency)
obligations under this contract and the regulations relaive to nondiscrimination
on the grounds of race, color rdigion, sex or nationd origin.

Information and Reports: The (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) will providedl
information and reports required by the Regulations, or orders and ingtructions issued pursuant
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thereto, and will permit access to its books, records, accounts, other sources of information, and its
facilities as may be determined by the Department or U.S. Department of Transportation to be
pertinent to ascertain compliance with such Regulations, orders and ingtructions. Where any
information required of the (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) isin the exdusve
possession of another who fails or refusesto furnish this information, the (Name of the Law
Enforcement Agency) shdl certify to the Department, or the U.S. Department of Transportation,
as gppropriate, and shdl set forth what efforts it has made to obtain the information.

. Sanctions of Noncompliance: In the event of the (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency)
noncompliance with the nondiscrimination provisions of this contract, the State of Horida
Department of Trangportation shal impose such contract sanctions asit or the U.S. Department of
Transportation may determine to be appropriate, including, but not limited to,

2. Cancdllation, termination or suspension of the contract, in whole or in part.

Incorporation or Provisons: The (Name of the L aw Enforcement Agency)will indude the
provisions of Paragraph A through H in every subcontract, including procurements of materials and
leases of equipment unless exempt by the Regulations, order, or ingtructionsissued pursuant thereto.

Department. It isfurther agreed that the clausetitled " Certification Regarding Debarment,
Suspension, Indigibility and Voluntary Exdusion - Lower Tier Covered Transaction” as set forth in
49 CFR, Section 29.510, shal be included by the (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) in
al lower tier covered transactions and in dl aforementioned federa regulation.

Scope Of Services

|. Objective

The FDOT, through its congtruction and maintenance activities, is making certain improvements to the
highways throughout the State of Florida. Often, these improvements will cause closure of portions of the
roadway causing traffic restrictions or necessity to divert vehicular movement. It then becomes necessary to
implement an effective work zone traffic control system that provides for the safety and protection of both work
zone workers and the motoring public moving through the work zones. Thiswork zone traffic control system

will include utilization of gppropriate law enforcement services provided by The (Name of theL aw

Enfor cement Agency) Officersto contral traffic through work zones, to enforce traffic laws and to provide

other specific assistance as necessary.

The (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) will provide uniformed Officers in marked vehicles as

needed by FDOT, subject to the approvd and staffing needs of the (Name of the Law Enforcement

Agency). Assgnment of (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) officers will be made in accordance

with the established (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) program guiddines. (Name of the Law

Enforcement Agency) Officerswill be scheduled to patrol a mutualy agreed times and locations.

Officers assgned work zone patrols will be responsible for coordinating al necessary emergency services,
patrol activities, and directing traffic under the direct control of the assigned (Name of the Law

Enforcement Agency). Work zone activitieswill be coordinated with the FDOT Project Engineer or

Maintenance Engineer (or specificaly assigned project designees).

Law enforcement services provided are for the exclusive purpose of asssting FDOT to properly protect
work zone personnel and motorists during necessary highway construction or maintenance activities. The
(Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) agrees to cooperate with the FDOT by providing any

information necessary to asss in the evauation of thiswork zone safety project. The (Name of the Law
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Enforcement Agency) further agreesto permit FDOT or its designee to audit and ingpect any records

pertaining to services provided under this Master Agreement.

1. Servicesto beprovided by (Name of the L aw Enforcement Agency).

A. All work zone patrolsitraffic controls will be saffed utilizing existing (Name of the Law

Enforcement Agency) overtime hire back procedures.

B. The patrol/traffic control program procedures will include non-FDOT compensated (Name of
the Law Enforcement Agency) non-bargaining unit supervisory personne as participants for program

supervison and/or evauation.

C. (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) Officers assgned to the work zone patrol g/traffic

control will be directly accountable only to assgned (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency). The

assigned (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) Officerswill coordinate work zone activities with the

FDOT Project Engineer or Maintenance Engineer (or their project designee). During the period of rendition
of the forgoing services, the Officers shall be considered on detail from their regular work assgnments. The
Officers shdl remain the employee of the (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) for al purposes.

D. Incidentsinvestigated by (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) Officerswill follow

standard (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) reporting and operational procedures.

E. (Name of the Law Enforcement Agency) emergency staffing needs will take precedence

over work zone hire back patrols. 1n the event an officer must leave the work zone for such an emergency,

the designated FDOT representative will be notified.

F. Court time encountered as a result of these patrols will be the responsibility of the (Name of the
Law Enforcement Agency) and will not be reimbursed by FDOT.
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G. Vehide mileage and maintenance costs will be the respongbility (Name of the Law
