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16.1 General

Special details sheets are usually included in the plans set if the project contains areas
that require special attention to some construction elements. Construction details that
are not covered in the Design Standards booklet or elsewhere in the plans set shall be
shown on the special details sheet.

This sheet shall be prepared on a standard plan format. Any convenient scale may be
used, provided the information shown is clear and legible. Details shown shall be clear,
legible, labeled, completed in all respects and should be adequately cross-referenced in
the plans set.
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
