Florida Scenic Highways Photo Contest

The Florida Scenic Highways Program held a photo contest to gather images capturing Florida
Byways in 2018. We partnered with FDOT Safety, who designed and printed this calendar
highlighting winning images. Our byway collection includes 26 state designated scenic
highways. Of these, five are further designated at a federal level as National Scenic Byways, and
the Florida Keys Scenic Highway is the only byway in Florida designated as an All American
Road. Participation in the grassroots Scenic Highways Program provides benefits to the
affiliated region, including preservation, beautification, resource protection, and tourism.

Child Passenger Safety Week
In Florida: Children 5 years old or younger must be properly restrained in a federally
approved, crash tested, child restraint device. Children 3 years old or younger must be in a
separate carrier or a vehicle manufacturer’s integrated child seat. For children 4 to 5 years
old, a separate carrier, an integrated child seat or a child booster seat may be used. Children
6 to 18 years old must be properly belted at all times regardless of location within the
vehicle. In addition, FDOT follows the American Academy of Pediatrics recommendations
that children age 12 and under should ride properly buckled in the back seat.
