These changes were proposed by Dean Perkins because applying a tine finish to curb cut ramps 

is unnecessary. Slip resistance on curb cut ramps is provided by the detectable warnings and the 

tine finish may conflict with placement of the detectable warnings.

CONCRETE SIDEWALK. 

(REV 7-29-10) 

SUBARTICLE 522-7.2 (Page 654) is deleted and the following substituted: 

 522-7.2 Surface Requirements: Provide the concrete with a broom finish. 

Ensure that the surface variations are not more than 1/4 inch under a 10 foot straightedge, 

or more than 1/8 inch on a 5 foot transverse section. Finish the edge of the sidewalk with 

an edging tool having a radius of 1/2 inch. 

  Apply a tine finish by an approved hand method to curb cut ramps in lieu 

of a broom finish. 

  Ensure that the tine finish consists of transverse grooves which are 0.03 to 

0.12 inch in width and 0.10 to 0.15 inch in depth, spaced at approximately 1/2 inch center 

to center. 
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
