SUBARTICLE 7-11.4.3 is deleted and the following substituted:

7-11.4.3 Watchman or Flagging Services: The Department will furnish

protective services (i.e., watchman or flagging services) to ensure the safety of railroad
operations during certain periods of the project.

For projects involving the South Florida Rail Corridor (SFRC), contact the
South Florida Regional Transportation Authority (SFRTA) at 954-788-1788 at least 30 days
prior to rail corridor right-of-way encroachments to coordinate the scheduling of flagging
resources.

For projects involving the Central Florida Rail Corridor (CFRC), provide
written advance notice to the Engineer at least 30 days prior to rail corridor right-of-way
encroachments so the Department can coordinate the scheduling of flagging resources.
