The purpose of the project is to evaluate 
intersecƟon improvement soluƟons to address 
exisƟng and projected traffic demands, improve 
safety, support economic growth and enhance 
modal interrelaƟonships with rail, bicycle and 
pedestrian modes.  
 

The environmental review, consultaƟon, and other 
acƟons required by applicable federal 
environmental laws for this project are being, or 
have been, carried out by FDOT pursuant to 23 
U.S.C. § 327 and a Memorandum of Understanding 
dated May 26, 2022, and executed by the Federal 
Highway AdministraƟon (FHWA) and FDOT.
