Sizing Options and considerations:
Large Option (44x47) best for groups of people, Small Option (36x38) easiest to hold by one person. 

Materials options and considerations:
Heavier, studier material – request 6mm PVC
Lighter material that is easier to manage – request foam core



Instructions to send to Vendor:
· Pick size prior to sending instructions and then specify the size to the vendor - 44 x 47 inches OR 36x38 inches – die cut formatted, with dry erase surface for rearview mirror writing section and bottom white panel
· Pick material prior to sending to vendor (6mm PVC or foam core) and then specify material to vendor
· Should be printed with dry erase laminate for writing, including top rear view mirror and bottom white panel (show on PDF attached)
· Die cut is included for selfie frame (shown on die cut attached in vendor files)
